Shaclrou, Fuien. Dr. f. E. lf'alker, '67, for ma11y years missiouary./o Clriua, pure/rased 
lire bro11::e from the las/ member of the family. Dr. ll'alker presculed lire bron:;e lu 
Pacific Uni7..'ersity, aud for many years. Boxer, as Ire <vas. called by lire sludeuls, re­
mained seated in (Ill alco'"·e in Brighton Chapel. OnP day he disappeared. and in 1917 
he was retttrued lo chapel for a fe7c' mimtle .l'. Tu the fight /hat follotved Boxer z,•as 
broken into three pieces, all of z,•/r-ich r,·erc finally secured b~· the class of 1918. 

Siuce those days Bo:rer lias chm1gcd hauds se7·eral limes, finally coming into the 
hands of lire present Junior class early iu its Freshma" year. Boxer is a trausieut 
during these last days and no one can tell ,,•hen Ire will change oa·nership. 
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
